New Mexico Tech Team  
Incident Response to Terrorists Bombing:    Prepares emergency responders to react effectively or cooperatively and apply counter measures in any incident involving explosives.  
Understanding and Planning for School Bomb Incidents:  Addresses the issues involved in formulating safe and effective response plans for school bomb incidents.
Jodie Bureta: (Sexting & Texting)    Since 1994, she has been assigned to prosecute Sex Crimes and Crimes Against Children.  She served on the Oregon District Attorney  Legislative Committee where she worked with a team successfully drafting new laws pertaining to sexual offenses against children.  One of these new crime laws is the “Luring a Minor” statute which is often used in cases referred to as “sexting”.  She is a member of Marion County’s MDT child abuse response team and the District Attorney assigned to the county multi-agency Homicide Assault Response Team.
Charles Lovell:  (Gangs in Schools) Officer Lovell lived in New York for 19 years before joining the U.S. Air Force in 1993.  He served four years of active duty and two years in the reserves as an intelligence analyst.  He holds a B.S. in Criminal Justice Administration from Park University and was hired by the Portland Police Bureau in 2002.  He has worked Patrol and as a School Resource Officer.  He is a member of both the Hostage Negotiation Team and Honor Guard and also serves as a G.R.E.A.T. instructor.  He will be team-teaching with Officer Corno.
Russ Corno:  (Gangs in Schools)  He has been with the Portland Police Bureau since 1993 and has been assigned to the Gang Enforcement Team (Latino Gang Detail) since 1996.  Russ has been assigned to the Tactical Team since 1999.  While assigned to the Gang Enforcement Team he has conducted several state and federal organized crime investigations as well as investigating all Measure 11 cases with gang involvement.    
Tim Plummer: (Current Drug Trends in Schools) Trooper Plummer holds certifications as a drug recognition expert and DRE instructor.  He also instructs the Standardized Field Sobriety Tests, Drugs that Impair Driving, DUII Mobile Video Camera use, Implied Consent/Intoxilyzer 5000 and 8000, as well as Drug Identification for the Educational Professional.  He also served as the state coordinator for the Oregon DEC program.  He is currently the Chair of the International Association of Chiefs of Police Drug Recognition Expert section.
Tracy Burleson: (Domestic Human Minor Trafficking)  Officer Burleson has been a police officer for thirteen years with the Portland Police Bureau, including six years with the Portland Public School Police as an SRO.  He has completed the FBI course in missing and exploited children and is a G.R.E.A.T. instructor, defensive tactics, and patrol vehicle instructor for the Portland Police Bureau.  Tracy is currently assigned to CARES NW (Child Abuse Response Evaluation Services).
Gary Avery: (School Law) He taught law at a major midwestern university prior to accepting a position as City Attorney and Prosecutor in Northern Ohio.  With thirteen years of prosecutorial experience behind him, he opened his own consulting firm for schools, law enforcement departments, and school attorneys.  Much of his time is spent with balancing the rights of Special Education and 504 plans.  Since 1988, Gary has lectured frequently for the Law Advisory Group, a national training organization, he is a contributing editor to LRP’s “Your School and the Law”, and author of “Safety, Order and Discipline in American Schools” which is used in training for more than 160 law enforcement agencies.  
Dr. Wilson Whitaker: (Response to Firesetting Incidents in School) This noon-time lecture will briefly introduce a school-based multiagency approach to: 1) help schools examine firesetting behavior, 2) be able to triage students with firesetting issues, 3) develop comprehensive supervision plans for students with problematic firesetting behavior; and, 4) increase communication between schools, law enforcement, mental health, juvenile justice, and the fire department.
